Brazil is the largest country in South America, and its economy dwarfs that
of other South American nations. Like many nations of the world, Brazil
operates a mixed economy that includes characteristics of market-based
capitalism, as well as socialist planning. Brazil has a growing mixed
economy.
The mixed economy of Brazil includes large agricultural, manufacturing
and mining sectors. Although some industries, such as railroads and utili-
ties, have been privatized, the government owns large stakes in otherindus-
tries. The Brazilian government owns more than 50 percent of Petrobras,
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the country's largest energy company.

Once burdened by high inflation in the 1980s, Brazil has asserted itself in
the global economy. The CIA World Factbook reported that the country ran
record trade surpluses from 2003 to 2007. In 2008, the gross domestic prod-
uct (GDP) of the Brazilian economy was an estimated $2 trillion (in U.S.
dollars), making it the 10th-largest in the world.

Privatization efforts by the Brazilian government in the 1990s brought a
wave of investment from the United States and Europe, which contributed
to robust economic growth over the past decade. In addition, prudent mon-
etary and fiscal policy measures shielded Brazil from the worst of the global
financial crisis of 2008, according to the U.S. State Department. Despite
Brazil's economic progress, widespread poverty and government corruption
remain problems.

The name comes
from the Benetton family who built probably the most remarkable family

venture of the late 20th century. The Benetton clothing line was created by
three brothers and their sister in a small knitting shop in Ponzano Veneto,
Italy. When their father died, the eldest, Luciano, left school to work in a
clothing store in order to support his mother, a sister, and two younger
brothers.

2. In the mid-1950s Guiliana Benetton made her elder brother Luciano a
multi- coloured pullover. The colours were more exciting than the ones nor-
mally used in men’s sweaters at that time. Luciano, who was then twenty
and had worked as a men’s clothing salesman in Treviso, realized his 17-
year-old sister’s talent. The two siblings sold their bicycle and accordion
and scraped together enough cash to buy their first second-hand knitting
machine in 1955. And so Benetton was born. The bright colours in which
the original sweater was knitted became its trademark.

European Ministers Agree to Loan Greece

1. European finance ministers agreed to loan Greece about one hundred sev-
enty-two billion dollars this week at a meeting in Brussels. Luxembourg's
Prime Minister announced the agreement: “After a meeting of at least thir-
teen or fourteen hours, we have reached a far-reaching agreement on
Greece’s new program and private sector involvement that will lead to a
very significant debt reduction for Greece.”

2. Under the plan, Greece’s private creditors will lose more than half of the
face value of their investments. The agreement also means the country will
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receive its second financial rescue in less than two years. The new loans
will likely let the Greek government make a nineteen billion dollar pay-
ment on its debt. Now, Greece must negotiate the terms of its loans with
individual banks and other investors. But these creditors will have to
hurry. Greece can dictate its own terms once it reaches agreement with
two thirds of its creditors. Not everyone believes Greece will be able to
repay its loans. The Fitch financial services company cut the credit rating
of Greece. Fitch said, it remains "highly likely" that the country will fail
to meet its financial responsibilities.

3. The Greek parliament has agreed to the idea of spending and job cuts de-
manded by the European Union and the International Monetary Fund. Par-
liament must now pass all seventy-nine measures included in a reform plan
before getting the rescue loans. Prime Minister Lucas Papademos has said
his country has a lot of work to do before it can receive new aid.
